 The river signifies the flow of giving inside and outside the 
church.  

 The grid of squares symbolizes a safety net catching those in 
need.  

 The sunrise represents hope and light that can be brought to   
others.  

 The leaf forms depict new growth that giving brings to those who 
give and to those who receive.
